“Edge computing” has become an IT buzz-phrase in reference to data produced by internet of things (loT)
devices that are processed closer to where end devices access the network, instead of sending it across
long routes to data centers or clouds. Computing at the edge has gained popularity because processing
closer to applications reduces latency for faster connections. Eaton offers power management solutions
for distributed IT edge environments to keep mission-critical applications and devices running longer and
prevent servers from data loss. The compute edge is the most common use case and typically consists
of a single rack (or less than a rack) deployment in multiple locations, hosting one HCI (hyperconverged
infrastructure) for compute and storage along with the necessary networking gear.
